My plan is to use the "flipped classroom" model.  You should view and listen to the relevant pre-recorded PowerPoint material as listed in the .pptx files before each date on the syllabus.  There will be a simultaneous live in person lecture and a Zoom lecture.  I will post the recorded live lecture after class as soon as reasonable.  You should come into the Zoom meeting muted and will need to unmute yourself when appropriate.  In general, stay muted except when you are going to contribute something.  There will be a chat available as well.

Zoom is a program that you should become familiar with.  Look at the 1st and 3rd videos within

If you want to test out Zoom with me to check to see if it works, e-mail me at jbrenner@fit.edu.  I may not respond instantly, especially if I am recording lectures or in a meeting with a different class.  I'll have my phone (3217493437) next to me and will get your call.  If I can answer it without being very awkward, I will do so immediately.
If you are in Melbourne, you are expected to take the exam during the official day/time allotted.  Exams will start at 7 AM.  They should take you about an hour and a half, so there should be enough time for everyone to finish by 9:30 AM, presuming that you have adequately prepared by at least going through the relevant practice exam and/or attending a review session prior to the exam.  Some students are permitted twice as much time, or a specific room.  To both minimize cheating and to allow such students to be able to ask questions, I have long set up a small room elsewhere in the Olin Engineering Building for students to take the exam in peace.  In fall of 2021, that will be OEC 326 – NOT the Academic Support Center.  Those students will have the time they need.  I have never had anyone need past 11 AM.  If you have reasons why you can’t be there at 7 AM to get started, tell me.  Traditionally there are several athletes and ROTC students who can’t get there until 8 AM.  Normally they also finish by 9:30, but I can make accommodations for those students to finish preferably between 9:30 and 11 AM, but perhaps later that day or even the next day.

There are a few students who will be taking the “remote option”.  If such students are in Melbourne, they should arrange to take the exam in person.  If not in Melbourne, a separate exam of comparable difficulty will be given, and the students will have sufficient time to finish the exam (normally a day or two to deal with all the time zones).  Such students should submit their exams both to Canvas and to my e-mail at jbrenner@fit.edu.  Because of the online nature of the exam, you will be expected to be honorable.  
In accordance with “Florida Tech Safe: Return to Learn” procedures, instructors will enforce Florida Tech’s mandatory face covering policy in all classrooms and teaching labs. All students MUST wear appropriate face coverings that cover their mouth and nose during all face-to-face course meetings.
